Former Callie wins impressive
conservation Owl Award

While many residents enjoy
watching programmes about nature
conservation on television, a former
learner of Carletonville Hoérskool
is excelling in her career as a bird
conservationist.

Ester van der Westhuizen-

Coetzer matriculated in 1997 from
Carletonville High School.

She then got accepted for her B
Sc Biology degree at North-West
University. She completed her
degree in Biochemistry and Zoology
in 2000 and then did two post-
graduate degrees in Water Science
and Ornithology (the scientific study
of birds). This included as master’s
at NWU.

“I was always just an animal lover
from a young age, from birds to
mammals to bugs. From the age
of three, I would play doctor to
all the injured ones I could find.
Science was always a great interest.
I loved science and biology. Birds
just became an interest in my
third year. A very special lecturer,
Prof Henk Bouwman, offered
me a postgraduate scholarship
position with him, and he made me
more interested in birds and the
studies of birds as bio indicators of
environmental health,” says Van der
Westhuizen-Coetzer.

Her passion for birds led to the
national organisation BirdLife South
Africa honouring her with an Owl
Award this week. These prestigious
annual awards recognise individuals
and organisations for significant

contributions to bird conservation
and BirdLife South Africa's work.

According to BirdLife South
Africa, they gave the award to Van
der Westhuizen-Coetzer because
she has been contributing to
bird conservation since 2001.
Beginning by providing input to
the International Working Group
for Blue Swallow Conservation, she
continues to advise in workshops
aimed at the conservation of White-
winged Flufftails and Southern
Bald Ibises. Since 2016, she has
been a passionate advocate for the
conservation of Kamfers Dam in
Kimberley and, more recently, is
fighting for the protection of the
dam against pollution. She has
also played a significant role in
the conservation of African White-
backed Vultures and Secretary
Birds in the Dronfield and greater
Kimberley region, and she is also
a champion of the ‘Turn Kimberley
Green’ citizen science project.

Van der Westhuizen-Coetzer
has further lent her expertise
to the Department of Forestry,
Fisheries, and the Environment
and the Department of Water
Affairs, advising on water quality
issues and disease outbreaks that
affect bird conservation. A Species
Guardian for Lesser Flamingos,
she has played a critical role in
the conservation of the species
in the greater Kimberley region,
monitoring the population and its
breeding success. She has used
her skills to highlight the pollution
of the Kamfers Dam system that
